Scott and Sylvia Pe arce got off to Pennsylvania by car , although under the guidance of
our trusty GPS, to Clark and Debbie Switzer’'s house in West Pittston, a small
community nestled in the hills of the  Appalachian mountain range. Debbie and Clark,
old friends of our whom w e met at the Dalton Conference some years back through
Fran and Jenny, were so kind to arrange a meeting at a Penn. State men’s prison. Itis
always on my heart to minister to prisoners, and especially men prisoners. | have a
running joke with Jenny Fienn ing—she always raises her eye brow when | say | want to
do a men’s retreat. | can understand why Jenny has her reaction, but | love teaching
men. Some months back | send 30 of my books  to the prison , and waited for the
chaplain to return my calls to get permission to minister there.  Well, it happened, so
Dad and | headed for the Pennsylvania mountains.

On our way, it came to us that Helen Overly and Fr ieda Raker lived only a little  miles off
the Pennsylvania Turnpike, so we took a little detour to spend a few hours with our old
friends whom we haven’t seen in some time. What a delightful morning we spent with

our friends reminiscing over old Norman stories. They probably were the first folks
among us who knew Norman Grubb. It was back in the early 60 th at Helen knew that,
“l am dead, and | don’t have to do anything!” ...quite an insight which never gets old to
the enlighten , although th at insight got her into trouble with her local church . Never
mind, Helen and Fr ieda are still singing the union songs to their community , as well as
hosting two Bible studies. Da d and | left them with a bout 50, “The Liberating Secret,”
radio programs on CD. They were so thankful to receive them. We said good bye to
our precious friends and headed on our way.

After drivi ng endlessly on the Pa. Turnpike, we crossed over the S usquehanna river to
West Pittston, Pa. How excited we were to see Debbie and Clark, and stay at their
comfortable three story house right in the city on North Street.

The Chaplain said that 185 men was a rare number of men coming to a
service. | personally greeting as many as | could , then we were seated while bein g
serenaded by their choir with heavenly music. | began sharing and an hour and one
half later , | finished. The Spirit moved i n a very powerful way as He liberated, edified,
and ministered to the God’s precious men. Dad said that he wished that churches
would be as receptive, and loving as these prisoners. Before the Chaplain even as Kk us,
he announced that he was going to ask us back to do a three day retreat. I'm not sure

that three -day retreats have been done much in prisons , but I could be wrong

| know one thing, I’'m asking Brian Coatney to come and teach with me , and Guy said
that | could take 10 other s with us. We will probably just take teachers, except for
Debbie Switzer, our Soloist.  Also, I’'m sending Brian’s printed material to them next so



that they can get aquatinted this him and his fabulous writings. What an honor and
privilege to minister to God’s precious people. |think Brian and | are going back up in
October . Pray for us.

Then, while in West Pittston, we did two more outstan ding meetings, one at Jennifer
and Vince O’Boyle’s house, and another meeting at Deb and Clark’s house. Both
meetings were chucked with hungry folks eager to hear more. At Jen house, where we
shared with the women, Nancy O'Tool got up and danced to the L ord for her liberation
in Christ.

Hi K,

On all the issues you mention, | find this quite normal, meaning that life normally is
loaded wit h trials. Thankfully, the Bible tells us not to be surprised by this or to assume
that we are in the wrong for having them.

Typically, | find myself starting to obsess about a thing; it won’'t go off my mind. This
can mean a couple of things. First, often | just realize I'm starting to obsess and that
the answer to that is to look to the Lord. | first started realizing this when in my car one
night in my dark time back in 94. The Lord said,” Stop obsessing about your family, and
look at me.” | hesitated, w anting to understand. The imperative came gently again, and
| just went with what the Spirit said. Light came on!

So that’'s a general practice of setting my mind on the Spirit. However, sometimes, a
thing keeps on, and | then start to think that a specifi ¢ word is coming for the moment.
This happened before we went to Boone, where our youngest son hasn’t chosen to visit
with me in any way for several years at least. For some reason, | couldn’t shake the
negative, and so | asked the Lord for a word. What in  stantly came was Rom. 5:3 -5, and
as | slowly digested each point in those verses for several days, | returned to rest and
serenity. This is an example of a negative meant to bring a specific word.

Then, it's good to remember that life in general meansac  onstant barrage of negative
on the soul and body level. UP until 94, even though taught differently, | took
condemnation for soul and body negatives, expecting that faith should be a magic
remedy to bring about a state of constant bliss on a feeling level. Finally, | saw that soul
and body negatives are like large gears that turn constantly but can never activate our
words or deeds unless we engage them with our will to do so. The fact that these gears
turn constantly and cause us great discomfort, even exc  ruciating at times, is neither
here nor there to the Lord and therefore the same to us as.

What? We can walk in the ease of the spirit at the same time that we’re in the negative?
Yes, for the ease of walking in the Spirit is not conditioned upon a blissf ul soul or body.
This is where we as addicts have lived in deception: we thought we had to escape our



pain by some other soul or body remedy, which only led to sin bondages.

When we don’t have to escape but can just walk along in the light of the Spirit i n our
spirits, then we don't live in fear of falling.

| think the best line on suffering outside the Bible is the opening line of a talk | heard
Norman give at a small conference in New Hampshire in 84, “Suffering is what | don’t
like.” | felt led to get his talk transcribed, but didn't really “get” the point for another ten
years. But how wonderful to get it.

Pain is God’s megaphone
announcing his coming, as he settles us into seeing Only God at work in all our
circumstances .

When | was called to minister the Liberating Secret to Christ ’s body, | was so over
myself, that | didn 't care how | started, | just had to start. | didn’t care if | had the best
record ing equipment ... | fearfully started in my back room, without good equipment, or
good acoustics ... didn 't care if | was a good speaker ...1didn’'t care that | was just a
house wife without Biblical training, and who would listen to me anyway....I didn’t care
who thought what .. | just wanted to bless God’s people. Now, do | want outer
perfection in my presentations , and good equipment ? Yes, but that is so secondary,
that it hardly comes to the surface as the point . All these things come in God’s timing.
God did bring us great mic’s, speakers, and good record ing equipment , but it is God

that is advancing us. | wish that you can see our studio ... who knew? And the Lord
always says to me, “You haven't seen anything yet!” All these things come as we forget
trying to get them , and just rest in the Lord’s fullness . “Delight yourself in me, and | will

give you the desires of your heart. ” As we simply delight ourselves in Him, and that is
our primary focus, he will give you your hearts desires, but you will hardly notice when
it come s, because you are so delighted in Him.

And meanwhile, because of your dark experiences, you help others who are going
through the same thing. We are all alike, just different circumstances. | was thinking
today about overcoming the evilone (I John 2:13)--it is like looking at life , below the



line (Dan Stone), or above the line . Jesus didn 't fight the devil on the devil's terms, he
overcame Him. So we don 't give what is happening below the line , power at all, and we
let it do what it wants to do, we  simply come up over all the powers of evil by  rising to
the level of Spirit , by faith. We are seated in Christ far above all principle and powers
Even speaking to evil gives it power —Jude says that Michael the arch -angel

did not dare rebuke Satan over Moses’s body , but instead said, “The Lord rebuke you
Why, because the Lord of heaven and earth has already rebuked Satan at the
Cross...We just stand in the finished rebuk eness (not a word). Eph. 6, which teaches us
Spiritual warfare simply tells us to stand. The only action in the whole section is to
“take” and “stand.” “Take” Christ, who is truth, righteousness, peac e, faith and his
finished work of salvation, and “stand.” We won’'t move, nor fight, we just stand.  Also,
James 4.7 says, “Submit yours elves therefore to God. R esist the devil, and he will flee
from you. Submitting yourself to God means stand ing in the trut h/light , and as we do
that it automatically resists (swallows up) the devil /darkness . Where is the fight? We
always have to rememb er to speak to the rock, not strike it.

“Look and live, ” was what Moses said to the children of Israel when they were being
attacked by poisonous snakes. All were bitten, but only those who looked could live.
That is our word too, look at the brazen/(judged) serpent on the pole, and live.  If we
fight the devil on his level, he automatically wins. | think the most effective way is to
just ignore him as if he doesn’t exist in our world  , because he doesn’t . I'm not saying
to deny him, that also gives him power too. No, we see him, but he has no power
(“Simple towards evil”) . When we simply ignore a bad child, he gets furious because he
has lost his power, but he eventually gets better .

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Dear R,

Your letter arrived yesterday; when you called, | thought you meant your Christmas
card, so | see | had it mixed up.

Yours is an accurate testimony of what happens when we ease our way into something
that robs us of God’s presence. We think, “*  But it's not a sin; others do it as well.” Yet |
find that God does lay down certain prohibitions for me, regardless of what may or may
not be sin for others. That is not my business; my business is only with Him.

That sounds austere, but then comes the joy, for as you say, “Nothing can compare
with Him.” No rival affection matches the ecstasy of loving and being loved by God, and
truly, He is a jealous God —One who made us solely for Himself; and all other people
and things are a distant second to us when  we see that.

Yet in this detachment, we find our love, rather His love, for others; for it is then not a
sappy “l need” affection that really has self -for-self at its base, which the affections of
the world are. When | find myself tempted to get entangl  ed in the people and things of
the world, the Lord brings to mind verses such as “Seek first the kingdom of God, and
these things shall be added unto you,” or “Set your affections on things above and not

on things of the earth.”

Think about those verses for a minute: they mean that we enter into a living
relationship with God that He leads us to see as a union of the two, wherein we know
our oneness with Him, and adore Him for it in all worship and praise. As we lose
ourselves in Him, we think, “Will 1 di  sappear?”



Yes, we do disappear, but then we don’t care any more, for we don’t live looking at
ourselves in the old narcissistic mirror that always made us the center of everything on
heaven and earth. Gladly, we lose ourselves in Christ.

Yet, a miracle takes place: we see that we reappear. Out of our disappearance in Him
comes our reappearance as ourselves, but a self not as we ever knew the self. This is
no baptizing of the old human self, calling it Christ as if all we needed to do was start
calling o ur human selves Christ.

That only leads to the blasphemy of calling the self Christ —osing sight of the fact that
the new self is a newly created self —a new creation, wrought in God and birthed out of
Christ’s body death on the Cross, whereby, we know a  miracle has taken place, and the
new self is the creation of GOD, not by the will of the flesh or by the will of man.

Q: What about free choice?

A: We are partak ers of his divine nature, by faith. But it is not our nature, or we
would not have to be a partaker of  his nature . Just like | said, all we can do is receive
the life and nature of another. And we do that through the cross. Our human spirit
united to H is diety nature. But the human is not deity, it is the container of the deity.
New Age teach that we are God. That is the same lie, that the devil thought. No, we are



the cup, He is the content. The two become one Spirit as in | Cor. 6:17.

The human chooses who will indwell him, either Satan or Christ. There is always
that element of free choice otherwise we are only puppets and now free beings. The
only thing that the human can do is chose what he will believe. Really , that is what
choice is, “who or what am | going to believe.” We don’t choose what we will do, it is
not about me doing; for that is works. It is about me being, not doing. Paul said in
Romans 7:18 21, says that he wills to do good. That is the same as choice. He is
saying | am choosing to do good, but when | would (choice) to do good, then evil is
present with me.” So it is not good enough that we choose to do good, we have to
have the power from the “Divine Nature,” to do it.

When | say that we don’'t have an independent -self, | mean a self with power or a
life of its own.

This is a update on Steve and Ella Pettit's cerebral palsy son, Gabe:  Pray for him, and
for Steve and Ella during this hard time with Gabe.



Good afternoon, | hope, to each of you. Just sending  an update on Gabe as | have been
asked by quite a few of you how he is doing. Sorry | haven't thought to update you
before now but we have been in such a changeable, delayed situation with his
eosinophilic esophagitis .

The initial adverse reaction he ha d to the medications when we first  started treatment
for this, coupled with  the fact that it has taken longer to figure out the medication
combination/dosage to TRY (still experimenting somewhat), has caused a delay in the
overall plan. So, he is most lik ely still not very far along with the healing process.

We were told it was to be a fairly long term issue for him to be able to  obtain healing,
assuming the original regime worked as it should, so we are not surprised or
discouraged - at least not total ly. The best, truest way to know his progress is by having
a repeat biopsy done and we don't return to the doctor until the end of August, so that
result is distant (perhaps September?).

He is not feeling totally up to par. He is still  having some choki ng and gagging issues,
lots of messing with his mouth as if he is experiencing discomfort there, and some
panic attacks. We don't know if they are residual or learned from the previous ones, or

if they have a different cause. Most of those are not  as inten se as they were in the

beginning though.

Steve and | believe the diet changes (taking away the many foods he is allergic to)
initially helped him have some relief, helped with the general nausea, and helped
lessen the gagging. But, he has of late become frequently, uncharacteristically fussy and
a bit more gaggy, letting us know he doesn't feel well again.

He has developed some irritating ticks/habits  with this, too. For one, he clicks his teeth
together -hard -and not only is this quite annoying, b ut it can cause damage to his
teeth and jaws... if we can't get him to stop soon. In the process of all this, for lots of
reasons, we have decided to keep him home from school. So there are LOTS of
adjustments being made -smoothly for the most part, but  adjustments nonetheless.

Feel free to make any and all of this specific prayer requests as The Lord leads. We truly
appreciate your continued prayer support for him, and for us, and will try to let you
know when/if there is a change.

Dialogue |
Hebrews Chapter 1
The Centrality of the Son
By: Brian Coatney

PERCEPTUS: How good again to hold conversation with you, remembering our last
discourses, in which | have enjoyed the glow of fellowship, often thought on in
retrospect, as | squeeze many more rich thoughts from the edification that the Holy
Spirit of God among us spoke with such clarity, silent to the outer ear though He is, yet



always certain in the point at hand, surprising us ever again with Scriptures both old
and new: old in that we have read them through the years with various quickenings, but
new in expanse of glory, pressed with insight for our present sufferings.

ERNEST: | have known such profound change over these past months, looking at the
Scriptures in the new light that we have discussed, which as you say is simply the
letters on the pages of Romans 5 -8 now alive, telling me that as a Christian | am dead
to sin: not because | feel li ke | am, and not because the devil doesn’t pull in animated
fury on my flesh so that | seem to myselfto  be my flesh —but because according to the
immutable word of God, | died in Christ, was buried in Him, and therefore was raised a
new creature in a new b irth, whereby | am not the old man any more, but the new man,
who sees the celestial city with new eyes —those of faith, wherein a new world appears,
not visible to flesh and blood but only to the spirit man joined as one in living union to
Christ.

PERCEPUS: How humbling to hear this pure stream of life, recognizing a miracle, for
who can produce this life except the living word of God?

NOVITIA: | too find myself immediately stunned by this declaration of truth and faith,
wondering where we should proceed , now that the Spirit has so glorified the
atmosphere about us through Ernest.

PERCEPTUS: Hebrews has lingered in my mind for days as a topic for fellowship, since it
presently provides rich study at Mimi’s Bible study.

ERNEST: | would delight to hear Hebrews expounded with the same perspicuity as
Romans fell upon us in our previous dialogues. Does it suit all to begin Hebrews and
see what transformation awaits us?

NOVITIA: | concur, trembling at the same time, for Hebrews always strikes me as a
book o f trial and perseverance —a book to stay those tempted to faint and drop back
from the never -ending stresses of life, stresses withering to those who do not find
springs of living water, but a desert fresh in bloom to those resting in God from their
own wor ks.

PERCEPTUS: Well then, | see that Hebrews opens by telling us that God spoke “in
sundry times and in divers manners” unto the fathers in time past. How grand that we
owe our history to a succession of fathers, each generation leading forth in the
revelation of its day according to God’s word proclaimed by the prophets. Where
fathers cease, where is leadership and training for that generation; and where prophets
fail to appear, how does the exhortation proceed that brings both discipline and the
herald of a salvation to come in the fullness of times?

SYLVESTER: | had not noted these fathers; | had read over them as a general note of
people of the past, but | see that each generation sustains itself spiritually by the



prophetic equipping of its fathers;  for otherwise we would be possessed of only
children and young men, as John calls them in his first letter —these still not yet to the
sacred place of those who “know Him who is from the beginning.”

NOVITIA: Yes, and God is the one Father, but we know th at He desires to operate His
wisdom in a redeemed Adam, crucified with Christ, and raised new in the last Adam, so
that His life known as Father may take its form in His created sons; but | am getting
ahead of things here.

PERCEPTUS: Though getting ahead you signal us to a grand view of our destination.

SYLVESTER: | see too that prophets spoke along the way, keeping hope alive, as each
generation toiled to find out the same old lesson: that the fathers would not be able to
hoist themselves or the elect nation up to holiness by their own diligence, but only by
faith: for the law only teaches us that we fail when we try to keep it, making fatherhood
unattainable by the labors of our own works. Yet it is fully attainable by the receptivity

of faith that rec eives the Son and the Father who sent Him.

ERNEST: Some purport the miserable and tiresome cliché “that there are many ways up
the mountain,” as if various religions ultimately say the same thing: therefore, we
should seek to unite them, recognizing the ¢ ommon bond of effort to attain that which
Is good and loving, accepting all as truth where such noble aims preside in the hearts of
any.

PERCEPTUS: How tiring to always be hearing this dull dishwater, as if we need only try
harder to emulate the prophets of old, from various religions, and elevate ourselves to
an evolutionary high plane of moral living and generosity to our fellow mates. This
would be the new Tower of Babel, which is nothing more than an old Tower of Babel
wanting to be newly built on a sc ale no longer fragmented by the contentions of various
religions, but instead unified in one last effort to scale the heavens and voice the
sentiment of the devil that a creature can attain holiness independently through
obedience to law.

NOVITIA: This leads well into our second verse, which says that God spoke in the last
days through His Son, “whom he appointed heir of all things, by whom also he made
the worlds.”

ERNEST: One does sense finality in this manner of expression, with no note anticipating
anyone else to follow. Surely the writer intends a view of the Son as infinitely more than
a successor in a chain of good, moral teachers who inspire us to works of love and
charity.

PERCEPTUS: “Heir of all things” and recognition as the very creator, sur ely bring to mind
more than an example -setter. If none could keep the Law of Moses, what use would
God find in sending a law immeasurably more difficult by His Son? The weariness of



trying to keep more and stricter law would lead one either to want to cruc ify the Son, or
recognizing the evil of that —an evil that we have all shared in —instead to find in Him
the resources that fulfill what He commands, so that the same power wherewith He
created the worlds might operate in us to create obedience to what He bi ds us to be.
And do we not find that Christianity is in essence a new creation in the Son, in which

we find ourselves made new in Christ and united to His glory? But here, | too jump
ahead.

SYLVESTER: We're like frogs.

NOVITIA: But isn't it fun? We jump ahead, and then slow down to enjoy the jump to
where we see the Scripture leads us.

ERNEST: Excitement seizes me, for | see glory in all of this, and does not verse 3 say
that the Son is “the brightness of his glory, and the express image of his person”? The
splendid view here is that of the eternal Son, who always shined as the glory and image

of God, but entered into the human race, not derived from fallen Adam, but birthed

from His Father, Mary providing the human womb, for Mary could not pass on the s in-
indwelling all receive who are born of fallen Adam, since only from the father of a race
comes the indwelling nature. So the Father sent His glory and image in the form of a
man, Jesus of Nazareth, incognito except to those whose eyes were open to revel ation
of personhood as an inner spirit and not an outer appearance.

NOVITIA: How blind fallen Adam is, unable to see anything except according to the lust
of the flesh, ignited underneath by the father of lies. Thus, we need a new Father, and
we cannot g ain one except by the Son, for the Son must deliver us from our
blindness —caused by deception —and open our eyes to the eternal Son, whom the first
Adam did not see, causing God’s glory and image to shine in us in the inner man.

PERCEPTUS: Are we not misdievous here, though, to bring Adam into this discussion
when the writer of Hebrews says nothing of Adam here?

SYLVESTER: You're up to your old tricks, Perceptus, but I'm glad to hear them.

NOVITIA: There’s no sleight of hand in these verses, for doth ey not imply that no one
before had brought a remedy to our problem, a problem recorded from of old since
Adam fell, namely that of sin; for why else would the writer say in verse 3 that when the

Son had purged our sins, meaning cleansed or purified from a s alternate translations
read, He “sat down on the right hand of the Majesty on high”? Had anyone been able to
find cleansing from sins, why would God have sent His very image and glory into the
world to accomplish it? So the text assumes that Adam, and al | coming from him, have
suffered the same fallen plight, unable to climb out it by attempts to keep divine law.

SYLVESTER: Yes, we hear in these verses the failures and laments of all generations
before the Son, weighted with the constant sense of incomp  leteness, despite all past



revelations and prophets; yet we hear too, the voices of all the prophets gathered into

one, affirming that the Son fulfills what no man before, or after ever could —namely the
bringing of light and glory back into man, once he ex  periences the cleansing
accomplished by the Son. This is no example to follow, but a savior to receive. Yet we

see too the problem cropping up as soon as we affirm that our savior was the image

and glory of God, yet a man as well.

ERNEST: | think | see the problem: in our blindness we do not want to see the problem
as sin but instead as somehow the essence of being human, as if to be human is to be
stained intrinsically, with religion as a means enabling us to evolve into angelic beings
no longer human. W hat a slap at the creator, to insist that salvation means to escape
our created humanity, in order to find a cleaning from our humanity instead of a
cleaning from the sin that has indwelled and enslaved our humanity.

SYLVESTER: Yes, the father of lies has been busy since his lies dropped out of heaven
onto the earth to deceive our first parents into the notion that they needed to be other
than what God created them to be —temples of His glory. This is not spite against
angels: frankly | like them and think  they rescue us many times when we don’t
recognize it; but an angel cannot save us, and God does not call out to us to pull
ourselves up toward Him by denying humanity, as if we can turn ourselves into angels
by keeping the law, or as if we elevate ourselv  es with visions of supernatural beings
that in truth are derived as well in their own domain from the one Father of all.

NOVITIA: Speaking of angels, | see that the time has flown by, and we have not finished
chapter 1. How delightful a beginning, and the  Son ravishes me all the more for this
brilliant introduction the writer of Hebrews gives us. How majestic!

PERCEPTUS: Me too. Although we lack in details of how the Son accomplished our
cleansing from sin, the writer will detail that for us later, after setting forth the
proclamation of both His divinity and His humanity, in a mysterious union that God
means as the expression of His divine life in His creation. And since Adam failed to
bring to fruition God’s plan, a greater Adam, the last Adam Paul calls him, had to
establish a new seed, both divine and human, out of which new sons get born as a new
creation, indwelled by the Son to cause His glorious light to shine in a myriad of created
forms, fully human, like their savior, and washed clean by His sacr ifice, to which no
sacrifice will ever be added. We know one Son and one sacrifice, and therefore one
salvation.

ERNEST: | cannot add to that, so adieu for now, and | bid us talk again soon to continue
this stream of grace.
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
